o 30+ days prior to the field trip: there will be no charge. 

o 1-29 days prior to the field trip: the School Site is responsible for the full tuition fee paid directly  

to Chabot per the arrangement with OUSD Fiscal Services. 

 Please be sure that all district paper work required for field trips are processed in a timely fashion.
